³Managing buildings after an emergenc\ 
This Bill proposes neZ poZers that aim to address risks to people and propert\ from buildings during and 
after an emergenc\. The proposed amendments seek to create a s\stem that is clear, has proportionate 
impacts on personal and propert\ rights, and ensures that heritage values are appropriatel\ recognised. « 
 
³The Bill introduces into the Building Act an end-to-end process for managing buildings from response to 
recover\ folloZing an emergenc\. « 
 
³The amendments in the Bill² « 
 
� provide that the carr\ing out of Zorks on certain heritage buildings (Categor\ 1 or ZŅhi tźpuna on

I Yas asked to check oWt the XarioWs political 
part[ manifestos to see Yhat Yas on offer 
dWring the election campaign. Heritage appears 
to be a fairl[ minor issWe in the election process 
as it Yas not mentioned at all b[ United FWtWre, 
it receiXed a passing comment b[ ACT, NZ 
First offered a one line polic[ and there Yas 
onl[ slightl[ more from National and Yhile the 
policies from LaboWr and the Greens Yere a 
little more detailed the[ are both qWite brief. 

Since there is not a lot on offer to tell Yhere Ye 
might be heading in Heritage polic[ it might be 
interesting to first haXe a look at the policies 
implemented b[ the preXioWs goXernment oXer 
the last nine [ears. 

The Heritage NeY Zealand Bill Yas introdWced 
earl[ in 2010 and eXentWall[ passed in 2014. 
The Bill proposed a fairl[ major oXerhaWl of the 
then NZ Historic Places TrWst and of particWlar 
interest to this gathering Yas the proposal to 
disestablish branch committees of the TrWst. 
This change Wltimatel[ led to the formation of 
Historic Places Aotearoa.  While there 
appeared to be strong sWpport among the 
oWtgoing branch committees for a neY national 
non goXernment organisation it is sad that onl[ 
aboWt a third of the oWtgoing committees 
actWall[ joined dWring the process of reforming 
folloYing disestablishment.  In the meantime Ye 
are left to reflect on the Yisdom of the 
disestablishment polic[ in terms of the inflWence 
of Heritage NeY Zealand in the regions. 

We haXe also taken a lot of interest in the 
change to the Register of Historic Places.  The 
neY act proXides for a National Historic 
Landmarks List NgÞ ManaYhenWa o Aotearoa 
me ęna Kęrero TĳtWrW coXering places of 
oWtstanding national heritage XalWe.              

This separate list Yas to be made Wp of entries 
nominated b[ HNZPT and approXed b[ the 
Minister, initiall[ Yith a limit of 50 places, bWt 
this limit Yas remoXed before the Act Yas 
passed. In an[ case the Landmarks List 
remains closed and as far as Ye are aYare 
there is still not a single entr[ on this neY list. 

As noted in a recent issWe of OcWlWs a second 
Landmarks programme has since emerged, 
Landmarks WhenWa TohWnga, Yhich According 
to the Ministr[ of CWltWre and Heritage Yeb site  
is a őpartnership betYeen Manatĳ Taonga - 
Ministr[ for CWltWre and Heritage, the 
Department of ConserXation Te Papa AtaYhai, 
and Heritage NeY Zealand PoWhere Taonga 
Yhich shoYcases NeY Zealandŏs historicall[ 
and cWltWrall[ important placesŒ. The 
Landmarks name created some confWsion in 
oWr minds bWt Ye noY realise that Landmarks 
WhenWa TohWnga is reall[ a Heritage Trail t[pe 
programme Yith a brochWre coXering nine sites 
in Northland laWnched last sWmmer Yith plans 
to eZtend to Otago & other toWrist or potential 
toWrist areas.. 

In AWgWst last [ear The GoXernment 
annoWnced the EQUIP (EarthqWake Upgrade 
IncentiXe Programme) grants designed to assist 
oYners of heritage bWildings, pWt Wnder greater 
pressWre to strengthen their bWildings Wnder the 
terms of the BWilding (EarthqWake Prone 
BWildings) Amendment Act 2016, Yith the cost 
of strengthening.  It is interesting to note that 
this programme is administered b[ the Ministr[ 
for CWltWre and Heritage rather than HNZPT bWt 
It is pleasing to note that a nWmber of grants 
haXe since been approXed as part of this $12 
million programme.

Earlier this [ear the ResoWrce Legislation 
Amendment Act Yas passed.  With relation to 
heritage, one of the aims of this act is to redWce 
WndWe interference in priXate propert[ rights b[ 
heritage protection aWthorities sWch as Heritage 
NeY Zealand. While this act appears to preXent 
HNZPT from placing heritage orders on priXate 
propert[.  While this act does not appear to 
redWce the adXocac[ poYers of HNZPT Ye 
haXe noticed that there noY appears to be 
some relWctance b[ HNZPT to adXocate 
pWblicl[ in contentioWs heritage issWes sWch as 
the demolition of the Te UreYera Xisitor centre 

policies offered b[ the XarioWs political parties dWring the election campaign. 
Looking at Yhat Yas promised for heritage b[ the XarioWs political parties dWring the recent 
election campaign shoWld proXide Ws Yith an indication of their likel[ direction. 

at Waikaremoana last [ear so Ye reall[ need to 
find oWt more aboWt the cWrrent adXocac[ role 
of HNZPT.  

At the Napier AGM Minister Barr[ŏs speech 
mentioned the qWestion of managing the 
pressWres of popWlation groYth and Wrban 
deXelopment against the needs of heritage 
preserXation. HoY the ACT manages these 
pressWres is something that Ye are still coming 
to terms Yith.

DWring the election campaign the goXernment referred to the EQUIP fWnd and the ősWccessfWl 
operation of the WhenWa TohWnga programme in Northland.  Their fWtWre policies inclWded; 

EZpand the sWccessfWl Landmarks WhenWa TohWnga to more regions to better shoYcase oWr 
histor[ and attract toWrists to less Xisited locations. 

In a heritage related polic[ a $30 million boost to the Regional CWltWral and Heritage FWnd aimed 
at mWseWms Yas proposed.

Perhaps predictabl[ an e-mail to Ron Mark, their heritage spokesperson remains 
WnansYered so I can onl[ assWme that ma[be the[ propose to strengthen the linkage 
betYeen the NNZPT list and local district plans. 

Green Part[ 

The Green Part[ offered the folloYing polic[; 

Protecting and PreserXing Heritage 

Ŗ SWpport the creation of a National Polic[ Statement for heritage Wnder the 
ResoWrce Management Act. 

Ŗ SWpport central and local goXernment fWnding schemes for oYners of heritage 
bWildings. 

Ŗ Establish a Yell resoWrced national fWnding scheme for the earthqWake 
strengthening of heritage bWildings. 

Look oWt for another reference to their first polic[.  The final polic[ appears to be a 
dWplication of the EQUIP programme established b[ the preXioWs goXernment.  HoYeXer 
it is pleasing to see that the Green Part[ sees goXernment fWnding as an important issWe 
in heritage preserXation.

These are all positiXe policies bWt at this stage the LaboWr part[ is onl[ offering to inXestigate them.  It is 
interesting to note that the polic[ relating to deXelopment of a National Polic[ Statement on Heritage is 
also shared Yith the Greens. 

A nWmber of Ws recall the address giXen to oWr last AGM in Napier b[ the LaboWr spokesperson for 
Heritage (and noZ PUime MiniVWeU) , Jacinda Ardern.  At that stage the demolition of the Categor[ I 
listed Te UreYera Visitor Centre at Waikaremoana Yas fresh in oWr minds Jacinda eZplored some 
possible policies to aXoid a similar recWrrence.  She initiall[ sWggested, in some detail, strengthening 
the links betYeen the HNZPT List and local District Plans Wnder the ResoWrce Management Act to 
proXide statWtor[ protection to listed bWildings. 

Her alternatiXe sWggestion Yas to opt for, Yhat she described as the őnWclear optionŒ and finall[ create 
a national polic[ statement on heritage.  Interesting to note that this Yas the option chosen for inclWsion 
in the LaboWr Election Manifesto.  

The chances of fWrther deXelopment of these policies shoWld be greatl[ enhanced b[ their 
compatibilit[ Yith policies proposed b[ coalition partners, the Greens and probabl[, NeY 
Zealand First.  

OWr challenge is to persWade the goXernment to adXance their heritage policies from the 
ősWpportŒ and őinXestigateŒ to implementation.
